Government to deliver the main works construction on the Nepean Hospital Redevelopment
Stage 2.

The package of works, which is part of the NSW Government’s $1 billion expansion and upgrade
of Nepean Hospital and community-based services, includes the construction of a new clinical
tower, the refurbishment of other buildings and the upgrade of stormwater and support
services.
